 ENVIRONMENTAL ASSESSMENT


Port of Lopez
The Port of Lopez is seeking proposals from qualified firms to provide environmental evaluation services in the development of an Environmental Assessment for Lopez Island Airport, Lopez Island, WA.  This project is anticipated to be funded in part by the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA). All work is required to comply with FAA requirements and regulations. 
Background: 

The Port of Lopez was established in 1957 and operates the Lopez Island Airport. The Lopez Airport is a critical transportation asset for the island and two private air transport carriers, Airlift Northwest and Island Air have requested airport improvements including the installation of an AWOS and an instrument approach to support critical air transport during marginal and unknown weather conditions. The planned installation of the AWOS is adjacent to a golf course which may require environmental consideration. The IAP will likely be a non-precision GPS/LNAV approach, with minimums of ¾ of a mile or more. This project is supported through planning activities completed in the 2019 Master Plan Update (MPU) and as shown on the Airport Layout Plan (ALP) dated 1/11/22.
General Scope of Services:

The Consultant will prepare the Project Environmental Assessment pursuant to Section 102(2)(c) of the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) and the President’s Council on Environmental Quality (CEQ) Regulations Title 40 CFR §§ 1500-1508, the implementing regulations for NEPA and in accordance with the FAA Order 1050.1F Environmental Impacts: Policies and Procedures and FAA Order 5050.4B National Environmental Policy Act ()NEPA) Implementing Instructions for Airport Actions. Elements of content for inclusion will be, at a minimum:

· Definition of the Project Study Area

· Proposed Action

· Purpose and Need
· Development of Project Alternatives
· Alternatives Analysis

· Affected Environment

· Environmental Consequences

· Development and Execution of Public Participation

· Relevant Discipline Reports may include (e.g. wetland delineation, cultural and archaeological surveys, biological evaluation or assessment, noise and air quality studies) as needed, as determined by the Consultant
· Mitigation of impacted Environment, if Required
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Submittal Requirements:
Submittals shall include, but are not limited to, the following:
1. Personnel’s professional qualifications and experience in airport environmental determination and their role anticipated for the proposed project; their knowledge of FAA regulations, policies, and procedures.

2. Qualifications and experience of sub-consultants to be engaged by the consultant under consideration.

3. Please provide a list of all current airport environmental projects, as well as any which have been completed in the last five years. List the project manager you assigned to each project. Identify the starting dates for all projects, and the completion dates (where completed).

4. Capability to perform all or most aspects of the project and recent experience in airport environmental assessments by providing a technical proposal that describes the approach to the General Scope of Service.
5. Demonstrated ability to meet schedules or deadlines.

6. Understanding of the project’s potential challenges and the sponsor’s special concerns.

7. Degree of interest shown in undertaking the project and their familiarity with and proximity to the geographic location of the project.
Additional Information:

No cost or fee schedules shall be submitted with your proposal. Consultants will be selected on the basis of their qualifications and experience, with fees determined through negotiations following selection.  The qualifications of consultants are evaluated and the best qualified consultant is selected, subject to a mutual understanding of the scope of services and negotiation of a fair and reasonable fee.

Selection Process and Criteria: 

The selection process shall be in accordance with FAA Change 1 to Advisory Circular (AC) 150/5100-14E “Architectural, Engineering, and Planning Consultant Services for Airport Grant Projects.”  

The Port of Lopez, in accordance with the provisions of Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 (78 Stat. 252, 42 U.S.C. §§ 2000d to 2000d-4) and the Regulations, hereby notifies all bidders that it will affirmatively ensure that any contract entered into pursuant to this advertisement, disadvantaged business enterprises and airport concession disadvantaged business enterprises will be afforded full and fair opportunity to submit bids in response to this invitation and will not be discriminated against on the grounds of race, color, or national origin in consideration for an award.

Consultants will be selected based on the following criteria:

1. Qualifications of the Project Manager and Project Team;

2. Recent experience in airport projects, including special project areas environmental analysis and NEPA documentation.
3. Demonstrated understanding of the project’s potential problems and the airport owner’s special concerns; 

4. Demonstrated all necessary professional eservices related to performing and meeting federal requirements;  

5. Familiarity with Federal, State and Local conditions, codes, ordinances, laws, and regulations 

INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS FOR PROFFESSIONAL SERVICE AGREEMENTS
Includes consultants and other professional services.

Indemnification / Hold Harmless

Consultant shall defend, indemnify and hold the Public Entity, its officers, officials, employees and volunteers harmless from any and all claims, injuries, damages, losses or suits including attorney fees, arising out of or resulting from the acts, errors or omissions of the Consultant in performance of this Agreement, except for injuries and damages caused by the sole negligence of the Public Entity.

Should a court of competent jurisdiction determine that this Agreement is subject to RCW 4.24.115, then, in the event of liability for damages arising out of bodily injury to persons or damages to property caused by or resulting from the concurrent negligence of the Consultant and the Public Entity, its officers, officials, employees, and volunteers, the Consultant's liability,

including the duty and cost to defend, hereunder shall be only to the extent of the Consultant’s negligence. It is further specifically and expressly understood that the indemnification provided herein constitutes the Consultant’s waiver of immunity under Industrial Insurance, Title 51 RCW, solely for the purposes of this indemnification. This waiver has been mutually negotiated by the parties. The provisions of this section shall survive the expiration or termination of this Agreement.

A. Insurance Term

The Consultant shall procure and maintain for the duration of the Agreement, insurance against claims for injuries to persons or damage to property which may arise from or in connection with  the performance of the work hereunder by the Consultant, its agents, representatives, or employees.

B. No Limitation

The Consultant’s maintenance of insurance as required by the Agreement shall not be construed to limit the liability of the Consultant to the coverage provided by such insurance, or otherwise limit the Public Entity’s recourse to any remedy available at law or in equity.

C. Minimum Scope of Insurance

The Consultant shall obtain insurance of the types and coverage described below:

1. Automobile Liability insurance covering all owned, non-owned, hired and leased vehicles. Coverage shall be as least as broad as Insurance Services Office (ISO) form CA 00 01.

2.  Commercial General Liability insurance shall be at least as broad as ISO occurrence form CG 00 01 and shall cover liability arising from premises, operations, stop-gap independent contractors and personal injury and advertising injury. The Public Entity shall be named as an additional insured under the Consultant’s Commercial General Liability insurance policy with respect to the work performed for the Public Entity using an additional insured endorsement at least as broad as ISO CG 20 26.

3.  Workers’ Compensation coverage as required by the Industrial Insurance laws of the State of Washington.

4.  Professional Liability insurance appropriate to the Consultant’s profession.

D.  Minimum Amounts of Insurance

The Consultant shall maintain the following insurance limits:

1. Automobile Liability insurance with a minimum combined single limit for bodily injury and property damage of $1,000,000 per accident.

2. Commercial General Liability insurance shall be written with limits no less than

$1,000,000 each occurrence, $2,000,000 general aggregate.

3. Professional Liability insurance shall be written with limits no less than $1,000,000 per claim and $1,000,000 policy aggregate limit.

E. Other Insurance Provision

The Consultant’s Automobile Liability and Commercial General Liability insurance policies are to contain, or be endorsed to contain that they shall be primary insurance as respect the Public Entity. Any insurance, self-insurance, or self-insured pool coverage maintained by the Public

Entity shall be excess of the Consultant’s insurance and shall not contribute with it.

F. Acceptability of Insurers

Insurance is to be placed with insurers with a current A.M. Best rating of not less than A:VII.
G. Verification of Coverage

The Consultant shall furnish the Public Entity with original certificates and a copy of the amendatory endorsements, including but not necessarily limited to the additional insured endorsement, evidencing the insurance requirements of the Consultant before commencement of the work.

H. Notice of Cancellation

The Consultant shall provide the Public Entity with written notice of any policy cancellation within two business days of their receipt of such notice.

I. Failure to Maintain Insurance

Failure on the part of the Consultant to maintain the insurance as required shall constitute a material breach of contract, upon which the Public Entity may, after giving five business days notice to the Consultant to correct the breach, immediately terminate the contract or, at its discretion, procure or renew such insurance and pay any and all premiums in connection therewith, with any sums so expended to be repaid to the Public Entity on demand, or at the sole discretion of the Public Entity, offset against funds due the Consultant from the Public Entity.

J. Public Entity Full Availability of Consultant Limits

If the Consultant maintains higher insurance limits than the minimums shown above, the Public Entity shall be insured for the full available limits of Commercial General and Excess or Umbrella liability maintained by the Consultant, irrespective of whether such limits maintained by the Consultant are greater than those required by this contract or whether any certificate of insurance furnished to the Public Entity evidences limits of liability lower than those maintained by the Consultant.
